3. Poems MUST be submitted electronically, in a PDF format.  We then enlarge the poems to 11 x 17 and place them in frames.

4. Be sure that your name appears on the page with EACH poem submitted

5. All poems must be received by the 15th of the month prior to your exhibit date.
6. Please provide a brief bio about your background as a poet/writer, in addition to the area in which you live, and any other interesting/humorous/anecdotal information you would like to have included.
7. We would also like to have a high quality photograph of you on your bio page.  Preferably, it would be a great help if you could place the photo into your bio page and save to .pdf.  If submitting a photo separately, it must be high quality in order to be reproduced to a larger size.  .jpeg only please.  Resolution must be 200 – 300 dpi.
